Some verbs are not normally used in the continuous

form £ = STATEVERBS
Verbs of the senses: feel, see, hear, smell, taste
Verbs of emotions: like, love, hate, wish, want

Verbs of mental activity: know, think, forget, remember

Verbs of possession: have, belong, possess
