ADVANCED 1st TYPE
OF CONDITIONAL SENTENCES

Examples:
If you are late you will miss the bus.

She will go to the party if you invite her.

ADVANCED 1st TYPE
OF CONDITIONAL SENTENCES

It is possible and also very likely that the
condition will be fulfilled.

If + subject + verb (present) ...,
subject + verb (future) ...

ADVANCED 1st TYPE
OF CONDITIONAL SENTENCES

More examples:

She won't ring you up if you don’t give her
your number.
If | get up early, | won't wake you up.
If you don‘t pass your exams, what will you do?
Where will you go if they can’t put you up?

If = when

If you come home you will taste my salad.
(if you don’t come home, you won't taste it)

When you come home you will taste my salad.
(I'm expecting you to come sometime)
